e This study examines the opinions of school advisors, principals and teachers regarding the con-
tent and process of School Self-Evaluation (SSE), an innovation introduced on a pilot basis in the
Greek educational system. Its theoretical background is focused upon studies regarding effective
introduction and management of educational innovations in relation to the ennhancement of ed-
ucational change. We employed semi-structured interveiws with 18 informants (school advisors,
head teachers and teachers) that have participated in the pilot phase of SSE. Data were analyzed
using the qualitative data analysis of Miles & Huberman (1994). Results show that: firstly , partic-
ipants experience difficulties in the introduction of SSE as a result of inadequate information and
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insufficient in-service education. These problems had consequences regarding teacher participa-
tion and the implementation process of SSE process. Secondly, despite some similarities regarding
different informants’ opinions, we found that their role and status within the SSE process affected
their stance and position towards SSE. Finally, we found that several issues concerning the suc-
cessfull involvement of pupils, parents, critical friends and the wider community raised difficulties
regarding joint participation in the process of SSE.

e [Effectiveness in school operation depends on many factors, among which quality of management
and administration of the school unit. Nowadays, there is an intense interest in relation to the
contribution of administration in educational processes in general and, specifically, in the effective
operation of schools. In Greek primary school, governing bodies are the headmaster, the deputy
headmaster and the board of teachers.

e Teaching Ancient Greek Language and Literature at the Greek secondary school in the 21st
century constitutes a challenge for teachers, which they, as thinking professionals, have to cope
with effectively by exploiting their cognitive and pedagogical equipment as well as the interests of
their teenage students.

e In order to obtain the views of specialists concerning their perceptions of the diagnostic and
support process for children with ASD, semi-structured interveiws were conducted in one local
education authority. The participants reported several difficulties during the diagnostic process,
long waiting lists for assessment, an increase in the prevalence of autism, lack of standardized
diagnostic tools for ASD and difficulties in the development of links between professional agencies.
All the participants stressed the importance of collaboration between parents and specialists in
all stages of the assessment process as well as the importance of individual education planninig
for each child with ASD.

codes. The written language uses symbols of the alphabet, while the illustration uses the visual
code, which consists of the art elements and principles of design. The illustrated children’s books
bring up two different expressive codes (words and pictures) that are in a constant interaction with
each other, sometimes agreeing, other times complementing the meanings of each other or, even,
contrasting. In the illustrated children’s books text and image co-exist keeping their independent
role, either by complementing or by explaining. Yet, it is the image that excites the curiosity of
the young reader and helps to experience the world through the textbook. The image stirs up the
child’s mental processes and supports in the development of language and imagination.

and professional development. In the first section we attempt an analysis of the term “innovation
in education”, through two main theoretical models, that of Rogers’ s (2008), which relates to the
general concept of innovation and diffusion, and that of Fullan’s (2007), which focuses on overall
systemic approach to change in school organizations. In the second section, we initially provide a
brief overview of the teacher training schemes in Greece and then we discuss the latest trends at
national and international level, with particular reference to the European trends.

e In late nineteenth century the upper social strata of the Greek society comprised of merchants,
manufacturers, bankers and state functionaries, who projected themselves to the top rank. These
persons had settled in Athens in the aforementioned period when the town acquired some of the
characteristics of a major European city. An upper middle-class house- hold required the employ-
ment of domestic servants in order to display its wealth and status. Working-class young girls were
either factory- workers or domestic servants. Those who came from the islands usually became
maids and entered domestic service at a very young age. Life was apt to be more demanding
in the middle-class households they worked in, than they thought, while they often experienced
cramped and impecuni- ous living- conditions. Moreover, illiteracy among them was very high.
By and large, social discrimination permeated the fabric of the Greek society in terms of female
education. Among active feminists who advocat- ed women’s rights for access to knowledge was
Kallirrhoe Parren, found- er and manager of the feminist weekly entitled Ephemeris ton Kyrion
(’Ladies’ Journal) [1887]. Parren stressed the point -among others-that “"female education of the
popular classes was one of the most important assets for civilizing the Nation”. In order to ma-
terialize her plans she par- ticipated in a joint effort of establishing a‘’ School of Sunday” where
women factory- workers and domestic servants received the basic school- ing, such as reading
and writing. The purpose of this paper is to study the inequality of opportunities in education for
young servant girls and also to prove that women’s school- ing was determined by class disparities.
With the study of qualitative evi- dence we reinforce our view that the Greek girls of the popular
classes lacked the opportunities in literacy, by contrast to the well-born young women who had
access to higher studies.

e Sociology of education and sociolinguistics have stressed the role of school language as a central
mechanism of reproduction of social differences among students, since it has been found that
written discourse which children are required to learn at school constitutes a distinct resource of
meaning construction from oral discourse. In the present study, we examined from a comparative
perspective the written discourse of Greek speaking primary school children of Grade 5 and 6
from Greek and Cyprus, with the aim to explore their potential differences regarding their written
assignments at school, given the fact Greek Cypriot students produce their text in the context of
diglossia.

e Lifelong learning paradigm raises higher requirements for a teacher: quality and effectiveness are
the two key words defining the general education policy of the EU and the main objectives of the
current period.

e The purpose of the study was twofold: a) to investigate the psychometric properties of the
revised Academic Hardiness Scale (RAHS) in the Greek educational content and b) to investigate
relationships between academic hardiness, achievement and year of study in Greek undergraduates.
A total of 478 undergraduates completed the RAHS. Findings from exploratory factor analysis
revealed three factors (commitment, control and challenge) accounting for 38.65% of the total
variance. High reliability coefficients were obtained for the RAHS factor scores. The final instrument
contains 38 questions. The results of the study indicate a relation between academic hardiness and
grade point average (GPA was the academic performance criterion). Commitment was most highly
positively correlated with academic achievement. Across the years of study, students appeared less
committed and less likely to perceive academic demands as challenge.

e Background: The way people interpret reality is influenced by their mental constructions, their
cognitive abilities and their beliefs. Physical Education (PE) students have a wide range of formed
beliefs concerning the purposes of PE, which cannot be easily modified, even during undergraduate
studies. Objective: This study validated the scores from a previously constructed questionnaire and
investigated the Physical Education students’ belief systems toward the Greek curricular outcome
goals. Methods: Students (N = 483; males = 259, females = 224) from a Greek Faculty of Physi-
cal Education and Sport Science shared their beliefs about curricular outcomes. They completed
the Greek version of the four factor instrument “Attitudes/beliefs toward curriculum in physical
education”. A confirmatory factor analysis was conducted for the validation of the instrument and
MANOVAs followed in order to control for group differences. Finally, a profile analysis was run
in order to determine if PE students considered each goal to be equally important. Results: The
validation of the instrument confirmed the proposed four factors dependant model. Both internal
consistency and the confirmatory factor analysis fit indices produced valid and reliable scores. The
profile analysis was significant, indicating that students did not view the outcome goals as equally
important. The leading goal was physical activity and fitness, followed by self-actualization, social
development and motor skill development. MANOVA results for comparisons between sub-groups
revealed significant differences only between genders. Conclusions: Between groups similarities
and differences are discussed, focusing on the classification of the four important outcome goals.
Currently, Greek Physical Education students consider physical activity and fitness outcome goal
as the most important, while motor skill development is considered the least important one.

e BACKGROUND: Children in the United States exhibit high rates of nutrient inadequacy and
overweight/obesity; other international studies report similar associations. The School Breakfast
Program (SBP) may help alleviate these conditions for youth in the United States. This research
examined the association of ready-to-eat (RTE) breakfast cereal consumption with students’ (SBP
participants and nonparticipants) dietary nutrient intake and weight status. METHODS: Data were
from the third School Nutrition Dietary Assessment Study (SNDA-III), conducted in 2004-2005.
Analyses included all 2298 SNDA-III participants (ages 5-18 years), who completed a dietary recall
and whose parents completed an interview. Students were categorized as skipping versus eating
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breakfast; students eating breakfast were categorized by SBP participation (SBP participant vs non-
participant) and breakfast type (with vs without RTE cereal). Analyses estimated the association of
these categorizations with total daily nutrient intake and weight-related measures, after adjusting
for covariates. RESULTS: RTE cereal breakfast consumers (regardless of SBP participation) had
greater intake of vitamin A, iron, and whole grain, compared with noncereal breakfast eaters. Bre-
akfast consumers (regardless of SBP participation and type) had greater intake of vitamins A and
C, calcium, iron, dietary fiber, and whole grain, relative to breakfast skippers. CONCLUSIONS: The
SBP increases opportunity for improved nutrient intake and healthier body weight through break-
fast consumption, especially whole grain RTE cereals, as recommended by the Dietary Guidelines
2010.

intron 7 G/C gene polymorphisms and strength-related traits in 457 middle school-age children
(219 boys and 238 girls; aged 11 +/- A 0.4 years). The assessment of different phenotypes was
conducted with a number of performance tests. Gene polymorphisms were determined by PCR.
The ACE D allele was associated with high results of standing long-jump test in boys [II 148.3
(16.3) cm, ID 152.6 (19.6) cm, DD 158.2 (19.1) cm; P = 0.037]. The ACTN3 R allele was associated
with high results of performance tests in males only in combination with other genes (standing
long-jump test: P = 0.021; handgrip strength test: P < 0.0001). Furthermore, the male carriers
of the PPARA gene C allele demonstrated the best results of handgrip strength testing than GG
homozygotes [GG 14.6 (4.0) kg, GC/CC 15.7 (4.3) kg; P = 0.048]. Thus, the ACE, ACTN3 and
PPARA gene variants are associated with strength-related traits in physically active middle school-
age boys.

Method: A literature review in English and in Greek in the databases of Pubmed,
SciVerse Scopus (Elsevier) and in Google Scholar was conducted for the years 1990-2011. A se-
condary search was conducted by investigating the reference lists of the gathered literature. Key
words used were: evaluation, effectiveness, school health education/promotion programs. Results:
Twenty-seven studies were retrieved (nineteen experimental, seven surveys, and one qualitative).
Twenty-six studies used health education programs, sixteen used prevention programs, eight used
health protection programs, and seven used environmental control. Six studies used all concepts
of health promotion. Twenty studies used needs assessment, seven studies used process evaluation
and all used output evaluation. Five studies used all three ways of evaluation. Self assessment was
mainly employed using quantitative means (e.g. Score) through questionnaires, instead of using
the clients’ evaluation through other techniques (interviews, diaries etc). Conclusions: This review
presents research data providing evidence that school health promotion activities are effective and
therefore schools can operate as a means of health promotion.

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Economic progress in post-war, post-civil-war Greece, kick-started by the Marshall Plan and
maintained by the rapid growth of tourism, was deemed a vital pre-condition for the country’s
modernisation. In 1951, the Government re-launched the National Tourism Organisation to attract
foreign visitors and invigorate domestic tourism among the rising middle class. The organisati-
on carried out a building programme for a network of leisure hotspots near archaeological sites,
places of natural beauty and along major motoring routes. The state-run Xenia chain, compri-
sing hotels, motels, travel stops, pavilions, organised beaches and holiday camps, spearheaded
the Government’s policy for the modernisation of leisure infrastructure, setting the standards for
all ensuing private initiatives. This paper underlines the intertwining of western-oriented poli-
tics, modernist architecture and newly introduced cultures of leisure in the construction of the
image of modern Greece. Cold-war politics recognised Greece’s prosperity as a barrier against
communist expansion. Tourism thus reweaved the country’s war-torn social fabric, by spurring
economic growth and educating the emerging urban middle-class about modern life. The image
of post-war Greece as an ideal tourist destination was promoted by capitalising on the enduring
construct of continuity with the past and a newly introduced affiliation with Western modernity
and Americanism in particular.

The discussion advocates oral interpretation as a successful approach
in teaching dramatic literatures in English and discusses the utility of translations of Greek and
Shakespearian plays in particular in necessarily involving these students in a proactive process
of articulating cognitive and performative understandings of literature, identity and place in the
geographical context nowadays expressed as “Oceania”.

The paper explores the relationship of the global and the local assessment discourses as expressed
by Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA) test items and school-based exami-
nations, respectively. To this end, the paper compares PISA test items related to living systems
and the context of life, health, and environment, with Greek school-based biology examinations’
test items in terms of the nature of their textual construction. This nature is determined by the
interplay of the notions of classification (content specialisation) and formality (code specialisation)
modulated by both the linguistic and the visual expressive modes. The results of the analysis reveal
disparities between assessment discourses promoted at the global and the local level. In particular,
while PISA test items convey their scientific message (specialised content and code) principally
through their visual mode, the specialised scientific meaning of school-based examinations test is
mainly conveyed through their linguistic mode. On the other hand, the linguistic mode of PISA
test items is mainly compatible with textual practices of the public domain (non-specialised content
and code). Such a mismatch between assessment discourses at local and global level is expected to
place Greek students at different discursive positions, promoting different types of knowledge. The
expected shift from the epistemic positioning promoted in Greece to the one promoted by PISA
could significantly restrict Greek students’ ability to infer the PISA discursive context and produce
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appropriate responses. This factor could provide a meaningful contribution in the discussion of
the relatively low achievement of Greek students in PISA scientific literacy assessment.

e Background: The professional course and employment of nurse graduates in Greece and their
absorption by the NHS represent a major issue, in the creation of which contemporary social, eco-
nomic, political and demographic circumstances contribute. The stratification in nursing education,
the increasing number of graduates, in conjunction with the decreasing job opportunities, as well
as the dissatisfaction in the undergraded working conditions create an adverse working environ-
ment in Nursing in our country. The aforementioned factors, in addition to the continuing nursing
education, regarding the effectiveness of nursing care and its relation to personal and professional
growth of nurses, are considered of particular significance. The purpose of the present pilot study
was to investigate the professional course and employment, as well as the continuing nursing edu-
cation of the graduates of the Nursing Department A’ of the Technological Educational Institute
of Athens. Material-Method: From a sample of 200 graduates from the Nursing Department A’ of
Technological Educational Institute of Athens, 89 graduates participated in the research eventually.
Data collection was held by the use of a specially designed questionnaire in the form of electronic
document Google Docs, which was sent to graduates via e-mail. Data analysis was performed
with the statistical package SPSS (Version 20). Results: From the 89 study participants, 85% are
women and 15% are men. The majority of the graduates hold “very good” and “excellent” degree
grade. 26% of all graduates pursue postgraduate studies in Greece and abroad and around 80%
of them follow postgraduate studies related to Nursing. 76% of all graduates are employed as
salaried employees (84% full-time job and 16% part-time job), of which approximately 70% in a
field related to their studies. In general, the employed graduates of the faculty are partly satisfied
with the working conditions-environment and little to very satisfied with their salary rate. Finally,
the majority of the employed graduates have salary from 700 to 1,000 euro. Conclusions: The
rate of the unemployed graduates in the profession of Nursing does not outnumber the rate of
the working one in this field. The majority of the graduates do not attend postgraduate studies
in Nursing. However, many graduates choose to follow various training programs as a method of
continuing education.

At the same time, we evaluated an educational programme
which aimed to introduce children to the basic principles of Probability Theory. The research sam-
ple consisted of 29 preschoolers (with an average age of byears and 4months) from two classes of
a Greek public kindergarten.

the pretest, the teaching intervention and the post-test. The pretest explored the children’s concep-
tion of key probabilistic constructs and contributed to the planning of the teaching intervention.
Through the post-test, we evaluated the contribution of the teaching intervention. The findings
showed that pupils displayed a satisfactory level of comprehension of key probabilistic concepts
and that, moreover, teaching this subject can improve their comprehension.

curriculum of general secondary schools (GSSs) in many countries. Adolescence is a formative
period. Mainstreaming education in OHS into GSSs is necessary in order to initiate in students a
risk prevention culture. We explored the feasibility of using a photo competition (PC) concerning
health protection at work as a health education tool by assessing the degrees of relevant responses
of students aged 13-18, teachers, parents and private enterprises and by identifying the types
of work and hazards selected in 17 state and non-state GSSs of a Greek municipality. Methods:
Following the mayor’s decision to hold a PC, prizes were secured from 11 private donors, the PC
was publicized widely, and presentations on OHS were delivered to students by an occupational
physician and suitably instructed teachers; the students then took photos of identifiable work
situations containing OHS hazards, with protection either present or absent. Photos were assessed
by juries of the Municipality and of the European Centre for the Environment and Health of the
WHO. Results: The 87 photos submitted revealed that students had an understanding of 15 types
of OHS hazards, mainly knocks and blows (28.7%) and falls from heights (26.4%) but also of
diseases (respiratory, back pain, hearing loss), in 28 types of non-school work, mostly in transport
(12.6%) and construction (9.1%), and recognized measures for protection in 50.5% of photos.
Conclusions: This PC concerning OHS in GSSs is the first reported in the literature, and it proved
to be a feasible, extracurricular educational activity that requires increased teacher collaboration
within the school curriculum.

Although new school buildings are often built with
high standards of sustainability and energy efficiency, the existing school building stock is generally
characterised by very poor quality. The energy retrofit of existing school buildings in recent years
is part of the policies of the European Union and, consequently, of the Member States. However,
rarely do these measures consider aspects other than energy. This paper proposes and discusses
a feasibility study which provides a considerable improvement in the environmental quality of
14 school buildings located in northern Italy: the objective is to ensure the requirements for
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED)(R) certification. The analysis considers
both the technical and economic aspects.

the credits are between 42 and 54, moreover the major cost (the cost of building envelope and
heating systems retrofit is 82.9% of the total cost) is due to the improvement of energy efficiency.

Through separate, independent focus groups,
they expressed their perceptions on children’s current physical activity and beverage consumption
levels, factors that influence and enhance these behaviours, and anticipated barriers to making
changes. Methods: Multi-cultural and multi-geographical focus groups were carried out in six Eu-
ropean countries (Belgium, Bulgaria, Germany, Greece, Poland and Spain). In total, twenty-four
focus groups with 122 parents and eighteen focus groups with 87 teachers were conducted between
October 2010 and January 2011. Based on a semi-structured interview guide, questions on pre-
schoolers’ physical activity (opinions on preschoolers’ physical activity, how to increase physical
activity, facilitators and barriers of physical activity) and beverage consumption (rules and poli-
cies, factors influencing promotion of healthy drinking, recommendations for future intervention
development) were asked. The information was analyzed using qualitative data analysis software
(NVivo8). Results: The focus group results indicated misperceptions of caregivers on preschoolers’
physical activity and beverage consumption levels. Caregivers perceived preschoolers as sufficiently
active; they argue that children need to learn to sit still in preparation for primary school. At most
preschools, children can drink only water. In some preschools sugar-sweetened beverages like
chocolate milk or fruit juices, are also allowed. It was mentioned that sugar-sweetened beverages
can be healthy due to mineral and vitamin content, although according to parents their daily inta-
ke is limited. These opinions resulted in low perceived needs to change behaviours. Conclusions:
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Although previous research shows need of change in obesity-related behaviours, the participants
in the current study didn’t perceive such. The awareness of parents and teachers needs to be
raised concerning their shared responsibility about healthy behaviours in preschoolers. Providing
preschool teachers with ready-to-use classroom material will encourage them to change physical
activity and beverage consumption, and to implement related activities in the classroom. Involve-
ment in activities that their children perform at preschool will motivate parents to extend these
behaviours to the home environment.

This consideration is nowadays
increasing the concern throughout Europe and promotes sustainable solutions in school buildings
involving energy-efficient technologies and measures. The energy performance of school buildings
at the primary and secondary education level located at northern Greece is investigated in this
article, covering the C and the D climatic zones. The mean energy consumption of all buildings was
recorded at about 84 kWh/m2. When the normalized energy consumption is considered, this value
falls to a mean value of 41 kWh/m2. Energy saving can be applied at school buildings providing
considerable energy savings while improving indoor thermal conditions. School buildings have
mainly heating energy needs and thus, it is important to investigate measures to reduce heating
energy. Although schools operate for a short period during the cooling period, indoor overheating
conditions can be avoided with simple and relatively inexpensive measures (proper shading, nigh
ventilation, ceiling fans, external surface colour). With the EPBD recast demand for "Nearly zero
energy buildings’ by 2018 for public buildings, the combined application of energy saving measures
in order to reduce energy needs and RES systems to cover the remained energy needs allows for
investigation of different systems combination in order to cover the varying energy needs according
the size, shape and location of school buildings.

The participants’ responses relate to three aspects of intercultural education,
namely: (a) teachers’ definitions of intercultural education; (b) the problems they face; and (c)
the roles they should be playing in promoting greater inclusion of immigrant students. Findings
imply that participants held conflicting perceptions of intercultural education, while they lacked
cultural awareness of their immigrant students.

Results: Kindergarten teachers
sing more often, speak loudly more often when they are at work and present with more infections
of the upper respiratory tract compared to nurses. They talk less than 30 min per day on the phone,
drink less alcohol and water and smoke less in comparison with nurses. The median VHI-G score
for the kindergarten teachers was significantly higher than that for the nurses. Conclusion: The
results suggest that there is a difference in the factors that may be responsible for the appearance
of voice problems in kindergarten teachers and in nurses. For kindergarten teachers, the risk
factors for voice disorders are primarily related to vocal load factors and for nurses appear to be
lifestyle-related more than voice use alone.

In
semi-interviews method, data questions can be prepared in advance and data are collected based
on these questions. This technique is not as strict as close-ended questions and not as flexible as
open-ended questions and provides more realistic environment in the collection of data process;
this is the main reason why semi-interview technique is used in the study (Karasar, 1998). In
this research, purposeful sampling method was used. In this respect, working group was created
based on case study method (Tavsancil & Aslan, 2001; Yildirim, A. & Simsek, H. 2005). Totally
36 participants took part in this research and those participants consisted of the principals, vice
principals and teachers which are active in North and South schools in Cyprus. Participants of this
study comprised of 2 (1 North, 1 South) principals, 5 (3 North and 2 South) vice principals and 29
(20 North and 9South) teachers in North and South private primary schools between the period
September 2010 and June 2011.

Secondly, it is found perceptions of participants of each elements of organisational
culture such as metaphors, values and beliefs; norms and rules, rituals and ceremonies, languages
and cliches, stories and legends, rewarding systems, heros and principals’ leadership. Thirdly, it
is found that there were similarities and differences between North and South schools regarding
to school cultures. Conclusions and Recomendations: This qualitative study revealed that there
was more similarities than differences regarding to school cultures in North and South schools
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in Cyprus. Similarities which were found in this research that both schools were offering quality
educaton with similar rules and norms, rituels and ceremonies, awarding systems and leadership
approches. Findings showed that there were differences such as teachers in North school had no
job security as opposed to teachers in South school. Teaching language of the North school was
Turkish language with additional English language lessons but teaching language of the South
school was English with additional Greek language lessons.

Data analysis used methods of SNA to reveal collaborative aspects
of students’ engagement, the different roles undertaken by the students and the structure of the
community within group blogs. SNA shed light into the different patterns of students’ participation
and the dynamics of students’ learning presence within the community of group blogs. Research
findings, both quantitative and qualitative, indicated that the majority of the students in the sample
were generally active and exhibited learning presence actions within their group blog. Differences
between students in the various groups were also recorded. The study reported here is limited by
the specific sample and the context of implementation. Future research will be directed towards
applying the Community of Inquiry schema, in a way complimentary to SNA, to further analyse
students’ learning and cognitive presence in the community of the whole blogging project. The
originality of the paper concerns both the educational design of the blog-based project activities and
the use of SNA to reveal the different patterns of students’ participation in educational blogging
activities. Results could be of value for both educators and researchers in the field.

Research suggests that the
CCPT 1II has limited use in the identification of children’s inattention and hyperactivity in the
school. Nonetheless, its usefulness to assess school-based inattention and hyperactivity has been
examined by using only a small number of its performance measures. The purpose of the present
study was to use the whole range of the performance measures included in the CCPT II to assess its
potential to detect problems of attention and hyperactivity in the school setting. The CCPT II was
administered to a selective sample (n = 120) of 7-year-old primary school children with elevated
rates of behaviour problems and reading difficulty. The Inattention and Hyperactivity subscales
of the Conner’s Teacher Rating Scale - 28 (CTRS-28) were used to assess children’s problems
of attention and hyperactivity in the school. Correlational analysis showed that the relationship
between the CCPT II measures and children’s inattention and hyperactivity was relatively low
(r range -.02 t0.38). Hierarchical regression analysis demonstrated that only three out of the
13 measures included in the CCPT II made a small contribution to the prediction of children’s
inattention and hyperactivity scores. Of these measures, only one had not been previously used to
examine the suitability of the CCPT II to assess inattention and hyperactivity in the school. The
findings suggest that the use of the whole range of the CPPT II measures improves only slightly
the tests capacity to identify inattention and hyperactivity in the school.

- Educators Survey - MBI-ES (Maslach, Jackson, & Leiter, 1996). It was found that Greek primary
schoolteachers report low levels of stress and that their stress is predicted by burnout and teaching
students with special educational needs. More specifically, teachers with higher levels of burnout
and those who do not teach students with special educational needs report higher levels of stress.

Among them, the seventh one promotes the use of renewable raw materials and feedstock,
such as biomass. The widespread application of Green Chemistry principles in everyday life can
be achieved by incorporating its paradigm into simple experiments and activities at regular school
courses. Thus, an exploration of the students’ background is required. The aim of this study
is to provide baseline data on Greek student’s knowledge, beliefs and attitudes related to the
seventh Green Chemistry principle namely the use of renewable feedstocks, in order to facilitate
introduction of appropriate provision in the school curricula and practice in Greece. Our results
indicate that there is a serious knowledge gap among secondary school students regarding the main
biomass formation mechanism and the connection of biomass to the global food supply in addition
to the almost complete lack of knowledge of the main Green Chemistry principles. Regarding their
attitudes, students are positive towards the use of biomass and express a very strong will to
be environmentally informed. A logical conclusion of our research is that the development of
relevant material that will focus on the application of Green Chemistry principles in everyday
life in combination with a training of a core group of educators could be considered as the first
steps towards the introduction of Green Chemistry principles in the secondary education system
of Greece.

Furthermore,
in anticipation of the implemented and attained curriculum, school structures as well as teacher
professional development arise as issues for further consideration.

For four (4) icons no data were available from previous investigations regarding the
identity of the red organic colourants. Microsamples were extracted from these icons and analysed
using High Performance Liquid Chromatography coupled to a Diode Array Detector (HPLC DAD).
The HPLC DAD results provide support to recently published reports which showed that kermes
used in Cretan icons of the early period was replaced by cochineal after the discovery of the New
World. The study of the cross-sections of the icon samples with Optical Microscopy revealed the
combinations of the various inorganic and organic colourants. (¢) 2012 Elsevier Ltd. All rights
reserved.

The Amendment enacts a formal Muslim RE only for the schools of Western
Thrace and for the students of the Muslim Minority who register at Greek public schools and
have the right to withdraw from RE due to reasons relating to their religious consciousness. The
native Muslims of Western Thrace (a region in the northern part of Greece bordering Turkey)
are recognized as a minority according to the Lausanne Treaty (1923). They comprise 50% of
the population, and according to the Treaty they have their own religion and educational system.
The author takes into account the complexity of religion, education and politics in the region and
addresses controversial issues on the topic of RE that have been raised not only in local society
but also between academics, educationists and educators.

identify a suitable systems model for effective EfS across the university. Design/methodology/ap-
proach - Research tools involved interviews of key people engaged in EfS (n = 25) supported by
observations plus appropriate documentary analysis as a basis to establish perceived good practice,
barriers and ways to improve EfS. Findings - Clear vision, leadership and support for EfS were
considered vital, while agreed understanding about the importance, purpose and nature of EfS was
necessary to achieve effective EIS across the university. Wide consultation, consensual agreement
and collaborative practice were viewed as important to achieve collective views and coordinated
action. A distributed model of leadership in which individuals are responsible and collectively
empowered to action is relevant to a systems model for EfS. A systems model for coordination
of EfS integrates approaches to governance, curriculum and infrastructure management. Details
of examples of good practice and ways to improve practice are discussed. Research limitations/-
implications - As the research was qualitative in design and focussed on three universities, the
sample size is restricted and there are limitations in the generalisability of specific results outside of
their contexts. However, the overall results have some broadly significant implications and trends
that have relevance for the university sector. Practical implications The structure and processes
for an approach to systems organisation and identified good practice, barriers and perceived ways
to improve practice have relevance for coordination of EfS across the university sector. Social
implications - The findings have significant social implications, as EfS has urgent and important
international priority, while universities have important functions in educating the next generation
of professionals across a wide range of contexts. Originality/value - The paper is an original con-
tribution to establishing an effective systems model for EfS coordination; hence it is of significant
educational and social value.

Our research reveals a lack of understanding in wind formation
mechanism, and difficulties in orientation and in weather maps reading. Our findings are consistent
with previous research carried out in different national and educational contexts. In the final section,
we outline the implications of these findings for the design of learning activities concerning wind
in primary, secondary and tertiary education including Environmental Science courses attended
by PET.

mentary teachers. The course proposed in this study deals with the problem of air pollution, which
has a special local interest in a large and crowded city like Athens, Greece. The design of the ‘Air
Pollution Course’ was based on a combination of experimental study and the use of educational
software. All the activities were carried out with the aid of contemporary technological equipment
according to the Microcomputer Based Laboratory and to Information and Communication Tech-
nologies principles. This approach has encouraging results to the understanding of the problem
of air pollution. Icurrency signhe laboratory course has improved pre-service elementary teachers’
correct use of terms and accuracy in scientific descriptions. These facts suppose deeper conceptual
understanding on air pollution phenomena. However, there is a need for further improvement
of the pre-service elementary teachers’ knowledge in air pollution phenomena, as they still hold
misconceptions. The teaching implications of these results are discussed.

e Aim. The aim of this paper was to evaluate the criterion validity of the Physical Activity Que-
stionnaire for Schoolchildren (PAQ-S). Methods. The current study is a subcohort of the Healthy
Growth Study, a large-scale cross-sectional study. 202 school-children aged 9-13 years from Greece
completed the PAQS and wore an accelerometer for 4 consecutive days. Time spent moderate
(MPA), moderate to vigorous (MVPA) and vigorous (VPA) physical activity was calculated based
on PAQ-S and accelerometer data. Results. The average time spent on MPA and MVPA as derived
from PAQ-S and from accelerometers were significantly moderately correlated (r=0.462, P<0.001
and r=0.483, P<0.001, respectively). No significant correlation was detected between PAQ-S and
accelerometer-measured time spent performing VPA (rho=0.150, P=0.057). Intraclass Correlation
Coefficient (ICC) indicated a moderate agreement between PAQ-S and accelerometer in estimating
MPA (ICC=0.592, P<0.001) and MVPA (ICC=0.581, P<0.001). Bland-Altman analysis revealed
a small mean difference (the “bias”), between the two methods, in estimating MPA, although
this difference was found to be significantly higher than zero (“bias”=27.4% of the accelerometer-
measured mean score, P=0.006). On the other hand, Bland-Altman analysis revealed a large mean
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difference in estimating MVPA and VPA (“bias”=84.2% and 357% of the accelerometer-measured
mean score for MVPA and VPA, respectively and P<0.001). The high correlation coefficient between
the average and difference values between all physical activity scores derived from accelerometers
and PAQ-S, indicate a systematic overestimation of physical activity time with increasing physical
activity for PAQ-S. Conclusion. The validity of PAQ-S for the estimation of MPA and MVPA was
found to be slightly similar self-reported measures for schoolchildren. Therefore, this questionnaire
could be used as a tool for physical activity assessment in large population studies.

In typical social science paradigms, there
generally prevails a consensual sense of contemporary everyday use of ethics, except where earlier
usage sustains discourse in terms of morals-as with moral psychology. This article takes a recent
publication in this journal by Patrick Welch to propose a ’conversation’ between theoretic and
empirical approaches to ethics and morals. This is illustrated using works by Joseph Ratzinger to
suggest a natural law approach that brings together premises and empirics in ethical and moral
discourse and action. This kind of integration helps the discovery and owning of truth that is 'not
of one’s own making’. Such a synthetic approach is especially relevant to raising student identity
with ethical/moral issues and in assisting their building of psychological structures and processes
that support education in ethical/moral reasoning and action.

e Background: Two parallel gastroenteritis outbreaks occurred in an elementary school and a neigh-
boring kindergarten in Kilkis, Northern Greece in 2012. The aim of the study was the investigation
of these two parallel outbreaks as well as their possible source. Methods: Two retrospective cohort
studies were performed to identify the mode and the vehicle of transmission as well as the possi-
ble connection between them. Results: Elementary school and kindergarten populations of 79.9%
(119/149) and 51.1% (23/45) respectively, participated in the study. Case definition was satisfied
by 65 pupils from the elementary school and 14 from the kindergarten. For elementary school,
53 cases were considered primary cases of the outbreak and were included in the analysis. Based
on the results of the multivariate analysis, consumption of tap water was the only statistically
significant independent risk factor of gastroenteritis (RR = 2.34, 95% C.I.: 1.55-3.53).; a finding
supported by the shape of the epidemic curve which referred to a common point source outbreak
with secondary cases. For kindergarten, no statistically significant risk factor was identified, and
the epidemic curve supported a person-to-person transmission according univariate analysis. No-
rovirus GI and GII and human Adenovirus were detected by Real Time PCR in stool samples
from seven children of elementary school, but stool samples were not collected by children of
the kindergarten. Conclusions: Even though the etiological agent of the outbreak was not verified,
combined epidemiological and laboratory results were in favor of a waterborne viral gastroenteritis
outbreak at the elementary school, followed by a person to person spread at the kindergarten.

e This study examines the contribution of epistemological beliefs to middle school students’ reported
use of self-regulated learning strategies. One hundred and sixty 8th and 9th graders from three
public middle schools participated in the study. Gender was about equally represented in the
sample (89 girls, 71 boys). During the group examination phase, the participants were asked to
complete a Greek version of Epistemological Beliefs Questionnaire (EBQ), based on Schommer-
Aikins, Mau, Brookhart and Hutter’s (2000) middle school version of EBQ. During the individual
examination phase, they were interviewed using the Self-Regulated Learning Interview Schedule
(SRLIS). Epistemological beliefs about the speed of learning and the ability to learn significantly
predicted the reported use of cognitive as well as motivational regulation strategies. The educational
implications of the results are discussed in relation to cultural influences on the formation of
epistemological beliefs.

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group projects housed at Knossos and in the Fitch Laboratory. Following the success of the con-
ference Interpreting the Seventh Century BC, in December 2011, a further workshop in December
2012 on Thessalian sanctuaries and cults, organized in collaboration with the University of Oxford,
brought together 24 speakers, including many colleagues from Thessalian ephoreias and the Uni-
versity of Thessaly, to present new data and reflections. Maria Stamatopoulou comments further
on material presented at this meeting in her contribution to this year’s AG below. In London,
collaboration with colleagues in the British Museum’s Department of Greece and Rome resulted
in a very popular study day on Knossos: from Labyrinth to Laboratory in November 2012 (now
published online at www.bsa.ac.uk). This will soon be followed (on 2 November 2013) by a fur-
ther collaboration in a British Museum Classical Colloquium on Archaeology Behind the Battle
Lines: Macedonia 1915-1919, also in partnership with the Archaeological Museum of Thessaloniki.
Among our ongoing field projects, I begin with discussion of the excavation at Koutroulou Ma-
goula in Thessaly directed by Nina Kyparissi-Apostolika (Director Emerita, EPSNE) and Yannis
Hamilakis (Southampton), which in 2012 sought to clarify activity in the area of two Neolithic
buildings uncovered in 2011 (Fig. 2). One of these buildings had been mostly destroyed in later
periods, although evidence of outdoor activity includes hearths and in situ deposits.

succeed. In this context, the new Modern Greek language curriculum in Cyprus has been moulded
upon the notion of Critical Literacy (CL). CL is neither an instructional strategy nor a lesson
plan. It is a philosophical belief committed to a different worldview. As such, CL requires people’s
acceptance. Not just students but also teachers must first learn, understand and embrace the
notion before applying its principles to their practice. This can only be done through a process of
transformative leadership enabling teachers to become transformative leaders themselves. Has this
axiom been taken into consideration in the case of Cyprus? Do teachers in Cyprus learn about CL in
a process of transformative leadership? This article will attempt to answer these questions utilising
the testimonies of Sandra, a primary school teacher who attended the seminars and workshops
organised for training teachers to use the new language curriculum.

e Problem Statement: The island of Cyprus, due to its strategic location, was under the influence
of many conquerors throughout the centuries. Cultural traces of these captors have survived to
the present day. This long, turbulent history has had a profound effect on the Cypriot educational
system, with the most recent influence being the impact of the British Administration during
the 19th and 20th centuries. Purpose of Study: This article attempts to reveal the influence and
consequences of British Colonial policies on education, focussing on curriculum and its aims in the
20th century. The emphasis is more on the opinion of the recipients of education concerning their
experience with the education system and their perception of its success or failure rather than on
the aims and goals as set by the administrators and educators. Methods: This study encompasses
a qualitative research approach to gain in-depth data based on interviews of Turkish-Cypriots
and Greek-Cypriots of different backgrounds who were students during the colonial times. The
data regarding issues of primary and secondary school curriculum and its aims, nationalism and
religion at schools, identity, and ties between the two communities and their “motherlands” was
recorded, analysed thematically, and presented in detail. Findings and Results: By implementing
sometimes extreme measures, the British followed the tactic of “Divide and Rule” which led the
two communities to ethic division. The authors discern the trends of the British Colonial policies
towards the establishment of a more British society, which was accomplished by influencing the
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educational and sociopolitical aspects of life on the island. Conclusions: The British educational
policies helped both Turkish and Greek Cypriots to create ethno-nationalism, which inspired the
subsequent resistance of both communities. Although it is apparent that Cypriots placed a high
value on education, this development was confined only within the context of being Greek or
Turkish. Indeed, it would appear that within a curricula context, for the most part, this served as
a forum in which all parties sought to construct national identities. The cost remains to be seen.

e The aim of this study was to investigate the psychometric properties of the Foreign Language
Classroom Anxiety Scale (FLCAS) for Cypriot senior high school EFL students, through Rasch
measurement. In doing so, the researchers clarified two discrepancies found in the literature: first
the factor structure of the scale and second whether test anxiety is a component of FLCA. The
Greek version of the FLCAS was administered to a sample of 304 senior high school EFL students.
Results showed that after removing five items which fitted the Rasch Rating Scale model poorly, the
remaining 28 items formed a unidimensional scale, one component of which is test anxiety. The
degree of reliability was high. Semantic analysis of the items revealed that one of the reasons was
the inclusion of many parallel items. The Rasch person-item map showed that a second reason
was the narrow coverage of the construct by the items. Finally the 5-point Likert scale was shown
to be marginally optimal. Suggestions are proposed for future research into the refinement of the
scale.

e Throughout contemporary literature, participants in adult education courses have been reported
to acquire knowledge and skills, develop understanding and enhance self-confidence, parameters
that induce changes in their personal lives, while enabling them to play a more active role in
their family, community or work. In this vein, a large-scale, nationally representative survey was
conducted, with the aim of recording the views of beneficiaries in Greece on the wider outcomes ha-
ving derived from their participation in adult education courses. Quantitative data were retrieved
through questionnaires administered to a random sample of 1500 individuals having participa-
ted in general adult education courses, at pan-Hellenic level, whilst data underwent descriptive
statistical analysis as well as multidimensional, multivariate analysis. Findings highlighted that
substantial benefits have been realised in the fields of qualifications and skills, self-concept and
social relations, whilst ’disadvantaged’ individuals appear to have reported increased benefits, as
a result of their participation in educational courses. The findings entail considerable practical and
theoretical significance for adult education and its substantial contribution at socio-economic level,
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as a means of facilitating social inclusion and enhancing economic growth, whilst they provide a
basis for further research.

e Elementary school students’ knowledge on various health matters is of high importance in order
to prevent the appearance of various diseases. The influenza appears mainly to school children and
is a disease, the frequency of which could be greatly decreased with the appropriate education and
application of effective personal care. This study focuses on whether the elementary school students’
knowledge on the influenza has been improved or not after the implementation of an educational
programme. In addition, the role of certain demographic features regarding elementary school
students’ knowledge before the implementation of the educational programme is also analysed.
The sample consisted of 116 elementary school students between 8 and 13 years old attending
primary education schools in the Prefecture of Attica. Response rate was 100%, the average rate
of correct answers before the implementation of the educational programme was 73.1% (£15),
whereas afterwards correct answers’ rate was 88.4% (+12), presenting a statistically important
increase (p<0,001), a fact that demonstrates the efficiency of the educational programme. Moreover,
it was noticed that the most informed students were those that had already discussed about
the influenza with their teachers (p=0.006), with their family/friendly environment (p=0.002),
students of Greek origin (p=0.05) and children of older age (p=0.02). This study is a primary
step regarding the efficiency of educational programmes in relation to elementary school students’
knowledge on health matters. The essential improvement of students’ knowledge demonstrates the
necessity for the implementation of appropriate educational programmes in elementary schools in
order for the knowledge of elementary school students to be increased and their state of health to be
improved. Personal care measures and health education are the basic conditions for the decrease
in the frequency of various diseases, such as the influenza; in particular regarding elementary
school students.

e The aim of this study is to investigate Greek-Cypriot teachers’ perceptions regarding the role that
national identity and its intersection with gender play in representations of the past. Drawing on
data deriving from forty individual interviews and analysed through the lens of intersectionality
theory, it is shown that: although all teachers were able to recognise the role of national identity in
representations of the past in the Cyprus conflict, the majority of these teachers were not equally
aware of the gender politics in representations of the past. The participants seemed to be willing to
take responsibility for the ways in which they represented the national identity, but they were not
willing to assume responsibility for their gendered representations; instead, these representations
were deemed unconscious’ or a product of tradition’ or the natural order’ and, thus, not within
their control. The paper ends with a discussion of how this study informs educational research
and teacher professional development, concerning the intersection of national identity and gender
in relation to issues of collective memory.

The chapter begins with a discussion of quality and the ways of establishing quality
in mixed methods studies. Two examples of studies are used to illustrate the issues involved in
addressing quality in conducting mixed methods studies in different higher education settings. The
first example discusses the challenges associated with establishing the quality of metainferences
in a mixed methods (quantitative to qualitative) design that was used in two studies of students’
engagement and persistence in pursuing graduate degrees online in the United States. The second
example presents the methodological steps and criteria for evaluating the quality of a multilevel
mixed design study to explain quality management in Greek higher education. The authors also
reflect on how researchers can become active participants in the co-construction of quality in mixed
methods research.

e This paper examines the policy of ’re-education’ for left-wing political prisoners in Greece during
the military Junta (1967-1974) at the prison camp on the island of Giaros from 1967 to November
1968. Taking as its starting point the ways folk culture was used to substantiate the Colonels’
ideological discourse and to give their rule aesthetic roots as a strategy of legitimization, the paper
investigates how this kind of music was instrumentalized as a way of breaking political prisoners
in exile. Music from loudspeakers was part of an attempt to make detainees sign Declarations
of Loyalty, renouncing their values and their comrades. The ’re-education’ programme of Giaros
is examined here as a remainder of the Greek Civil-War legacy (1946-1949), and particularly of
the institutionalized ’re-education’ and ’rehabilitation’ programme of the infamous prison camps
on the island of Makronisos (1947-1955). Interviews with former detainees from both historical
periods underline the damaging effects of the use of music, highlighting the need to understand
music’s capacity to degrade, but also torture, individuals instead of uplift and ennoble the soul.

PAPAGEORGIOU, GEORGE; STAMOVLASIS, DIMITRIOS; JOHNSON, PHILIP, «Primary Tea-
chers’ Understanding of Four Chemical Phenomena: Effect of an In-Service Training
Course», Journal of Science Teacher Education, tép. 24, ty. 4 (2013), oo. 763-787.

e One hundred and thirty Greek primary school teachers participated in a study, where the ef-
fectiveness of a specially designed intervention on chemical changes was tested. The study took
place in the wider context of an in-service training course where the key feature was an innovative
approach based on the concept of a substance and its transformations, physical and chemical. In
the present paper the focus is on the chemical transformations of substances. Pre-intervention,
teachers were found to have a relatively limited ability in explaining chemical changes, which
depends on the characteristics of the particular change, and they held a number of misconcep-
tions similar to those of pupils. Post-intervention, teachers’ descriptions and explanations were
found to be significantly improved. Also, a relationship between teachers’ particle ideas and their
explanations was found. Implications for science education are also discussed.

e Background and Aim: Recently, considerable attention has been given to beverage intake as a source
of calories which may be linked to pediatric obesity. The purpose of our study was to evaluate the
beverage intake in school children and adolescents aged 7 to 15 years old. Methods: Six hundred
and seven (607) out of 655 children participated in the study. One hundred percent fruit juice
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were classified those beverages that contain 100% fruit juice, without sweetener. Sweetened sugar
beverages (SSBs) were included (fruit drinks sweetened fruit juice, fruit-flavored drink or drink
that contained fruit juice in part, sweeten soft drinks, coffee, and tea). Results: Around 84% of
subjects consumed water while 81% of children who were included in the analysis consumed milk,
49.5% consumed 100% fruit juice, and 79.4 % SSBs. Whole milk was consumed by 40.9% of school
children. Skim milk and 1% milk were consumed by 3.6% and 4.7% of the children, respectively.
Children and adolescents consuming SSBs were 2.57 (95% CI: 1.06, 3.38) times more likely to
become obese compared to normal peers. Conclusion: Sugar beverage drinks but not 100% fruit
juices and milk are associated with obesity. Further studies investigating the relationship among
beverage consumption, total energy intake, and development of overweight are needed.

e The survey herein aims to record the types of noise that school children frequently encounter at
school (both indoors and outdoors), to investigate the degree of distress and to record the views
of school children as to whether background noises distract them. In total, 594 randomly chosen
children who attended fifth and sixth grade in three different regions of Greece with various
population densities (Larissa, Volos and Naxos) participated in the survey. The tool used was a
questionnaire properly designed for the purpose of the study.The results revealed that children of
the largest city (Larissa) were more exposed to internal and external noises and also reported higher
levels of perceived annoyance. Moreover, according to the study, the most common perceivable
external noises were those produced by vehicles and from the voices of children in the schoolyard.
Regarding indoor school noises, children appeared to be chiefly disturbed by the noises in the
corridors and the neighbouring classes. Finally, children did not report any particularly negative
attitude towards indoor school noise since they did not consider it fully responsible for distracting
them during the lessons.

ful experimentation. Throughout his life, Harvey worked as a tireless and thoughtful researcher
and a transmitter and intermediary between the ancient Greek natural philosophers and physici-
ans and the “moderns,” for whom he founded two forward-looking, interlinked sciences: modern
physiology and nascent cardiology. Harvey’s methodology and demonstrations were of such fun-
damental and standardizing nature as to secure the sure progress of these two sciences. Thus, he
rendered to them such a service as Descartes’s cogito ergo sum furnished to Philosophy in giving
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it a rational standard of certainty, for want of which the more speculative minds of that era were
inundated with extraordinary conjectures. If Harvey disproved Galen, he absorbed and continued
in his physiologic research many a principle from Aristotle, whose supreme disciple he remains.
The guidance and authority of Aristotle were strong with him to the end. Harvey’s account of
the motions of the heart and blood in the circulation demonstrated that complex physiological
systems can be represented in straightforward mechanical terms, a concept which has remained
fundamental to the present day. The philosophical implication of William Harvey’s discovery of
the circulation of the blood was the resolute application of the experimental method to cardiology.
In my judgment, he established today’s forward-looking discipline of translational cardiovascular
research. In due course, he should be widely acknowledged to have done so.

e Background: During adolescence children are usually confronted with an expanding social arena.
Apart from families, schools and neighbourhoods, peers, classmates, teachers, and other adult
figures gain increasing importance for adolescent socio-emotional adjustment. The aim of the
present study was to investigate the extent to which Greek adolescents’ perceived well-being in
three main social contexts (family, school and peers) predicted self-reported Subjective Health
Complaints. Methods: Questionnaires were administered to a Greek nation-wide, random, school-
based sample of children aged 12-18 years in 2003. Data from 1.087 adolescents were analyzed.
A hierarchical regression model with Subjective Health Complaints as the outcome variable was
employed in order to i) control for the effects of previously well-established demographic factors
(sex, age and subjective economic status) and ii) to identify the unique proportion of variance
attributed to each context. Bivariate correlations and multicollinearity were also explored. Results:
As hypothesized, adolescents’ perceived well-being in each of the three social contexts appeared to
hold unique proportions of variance in self-reported Subjective Health Complaints, after controlling
for the effects of sex, age and subjective economic status. In addition, our final model confirmed that
the explained variance in SHC was accumulated from each social context studied. The regression
models were statistically significant and explained a total of approximately 24% of the variance
in Subjective Health Complaints. Conclusions: Our study delineated the unique and cumulative
contributions of adolescents’ perceived well-being in the family, school and peer setting in the
explanation of Subjective Health Complaints. Apart from families, schools, teachers and peers
appear to have a salient role in adolescent psychosomatic adjustment. A thorough understanding
of the relationship between adolescents’ Subjective Health Complaints and perceived well-being in
their social contexts could not only lead to more effective tailored initiatives, but also to promote
a multi- and inter-disciplinary culture in adolescent psychosomatic health.

Spelling skills of 542 children
from the general population and 44 children with dyslexia, Grades 3-4 and 7, were assessed with a
dictated common word list and age-appropriate passages. Spelling errors were classified into broad
categories, including phonological (graphophonemic mappings), grammatical (inflectional suffixes),
orthographic (word stems), stress assignment (diacritic), and punctuation. Errors were further
classified into specific subcategories. Relative proportions for a total of 11,364 errors were derived
by calculating the opportunities for each error type. Nondyslexic children of both age groups
made primarily grammatical and stress errors, followed by orthographic errors. Phonological and
punctuation errors were negligible. Most frequent specific errors were in derivational affixes, stress
diacritics, inflectional suffixes, and vowel historical spellings. Older children made fewer errors,
especially in inflectional suffixes. Dyslexic children differed from nondyslexic ones in making more
errors of the same types, in comparable relative proportions. Spelling profiles of dyslexic children
did not differ from those of same-age children with poor reading skills or of younger children
matched in reading and phonological awareness. In conclusion, spelling errors of both dyslexic
and nondyslexic children indicate persistent difficulty with internalizing regularities of the Greek
orthographic lexicon, including derivational, inflectional, and word (stem) families. This difficulty
is greater for children with dyslexia.

far as career choice is concerned. This is especially true for the professional field of early childhood
education and care. The degree of gender segregation and occupational stereotype in this sector are
pronounced, since the workforce is mainly women. The present study examines male senior high
school students’ perceptions of the professional field of early childhood education and care which
is considered as being one of the most gendered jobs and careers. Furthermore it aims at exploring
factors associated with particular responses and why pupils felt that this particular job is suited
or not suited to men. Research data reveal stereotypes both as far as men’s and women’s roles in
children’s care and education is concerned and in regard to the characteristics men and women
possess. Societal perceptions seem to have shaped male senior high school students towards the
professional field of early childhood education and care. Results suggest that in order to recruit
more male early childhood educators, focus should be shifted to changing societal perception about
gender roles. Thus, information is required.

e Early childhood education and care is a multifaceted institution. Based on children’s age, a
number of different settings operate, which have usually two distinct aims. Kindergartens provide
mainly education whereas day care centres provide care. Yet, in recent years, the need to establish
programmes which provide both education and care to children from birth until their admission
to primary schools (educare) has been emphasised, though limitedly. The reported study aimed at
examining what Greek parents aspire from day care centres. More precisely, we aimed at exploring
whether parents of infants/toddlers and preschool children consider more important aspects of care
or education. Research results suggest that parents of both infants/toddlers and preschool children
assign particular significance to the human factor, as well as children’s care, while less attention
is paid to the pedagogical dimension of day care centres, in parents:teachers’ collaboration and to
aspects which refer to meeting the needs of educators. These findings, which imply that day care
centres are considered mainly as welfare institutions, are discussed and suggestions are formulated.

care and education be evaluated from different perspectives if one aims to create a global picture
of the early childhood education and care programmes. The present study aimed to examine the
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level of quality and care provided by Greek preschool programmes from the researcher’s and
parents’ perspectives and verify whether they evaluated using the same mechanism. Correlation
analysis indicated that the parents rated the quality of care and education provided by their child’s
classrooms higher compared with the researcher. The age and level of education were found to
correlate with the parents’ ratings. Thus, the type of setting was found to correlate both with
the researcher’s and parents’ ratings. The research results suggest that the quality of care and
education is a relative concept and, substantiating the previous research results, highlight the need
to take into account the perspectives of all those involved (parents, children and educators) when
attempts are being made to define and evaluate the quality.

“good life.” A review of the ethical precepts of Epicurus and the Stoic philosophers is undertaken
to show how this ancient thought improves on the more limited insights of the rational choice
utilitarianism preferred by neoclassical economics. This enriched ethical perspective is capable of
providing a superior guide to public policy formulation, including that concerned with environ-
mental sustainability. A connection is made that links Hellenistic eudaimonism to environmental
virtue ethics (EVE).

attempted to construct a model of philhellenism for the ‘Thousand Year Reich’ which explici-
tly defined itself as descended from, yet opposed to, earlier manifestations of the phenomenon,
especially as personified by Enlightenment figures such as Winckelmann and Goethe. These Nazi-
fied authors tended to see the ‘great’ eighteenth-century philhellenists as providing an important
legacy on which the National Socialist Weltanschauung could draw, yet, at the same time, they
often vociferously decried their intellectualization of philhellenism, and their ‘blindness’ in terms
of racial theory. The paper also considers National Socialist educators’ frequent attempts to turn
the ideal of the Humboldtian Gymnasium on its head, proclaiming instead a return to the true,
‘living’ spirit of the original Greek gymnasion.

RocHE, HELEN BARBARA ELIZABETH, «‘Wanderer, kommst du nach Pforta ... ‘: the
tension between Classical tradition and the demands of a Nazi elite-school education
at Schulpforta and Ilfeld, 1934-45», European Review of History, top.

e This paper explores the tensions which arose when Schulpforta, Germany’s leading humanistic
boarding school, was forcibly turned into a Nazi elite school (a Nationalpolitische Erziehungsanstalt,
or Napola). The time-honoured traditions of Christianity and enlightened humanism previously
cultivated at the erstwhile Landesschule zur Pforta (alma mater of Fichte, Ranke and Nietzsche)
were swiftly subordinated to the demands of National Socialist ideology. Schulpforta, a former
monastic foundation, was radically dechristianised, and the school’s Classical curriculum soon
served only to emphasise those aspects of Greco-Roman Antiquity which could help the Third
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Reich achieve its destiny’, portraying the Greeks and Romans as proto-National Socialists, pure
Aryan ancestors of the modern German race. The Napola curriculum focused on sport and pre-
military training over academic excellence, and contemporary documentary evidence, memoirs
and newly obtained eyewitness testimony all suggest that the Napola administration wished to
assimilate Pforta with any other Napola. This idea is borne out by comparing the case of Napola
Iifeld, a former Klosterschule (monastery school) with a similar history. By the mid-1940s, Ilfeld
had lost almost all connection with its humanistic past. Ultimately, we can see the erosion and
Nazification of these schools’ Christian and humanistic traditions as exemplifying in microcosm
tendencies which were prevalent throughout the Third Reich.

e This paper investigates the collaboration of Greek secondary school teachers of English as a Foreign
Language (EFL) with psychologists and advisers for dyslexia issues. Data were collected through
audio recorded observations and interviews with head teachers and teachers. Taking a Vygotskian
approach to learning, activity theory is applied to analyse the contradictions that emerge around
the collaboration of teachers and head teachers with specialist provision for dyslexia issues from
data in interviews and field notes across two schools. The analysis shows that contradictions are
created when the participants try to achieve their goals for dyslexia support by the absence of what’
artefacts - such as knowledge on dyslexia - and ’how’ artefacts - processes and procedures such as
collaboration with a counsellor - to support the collaboration of EFL teachers with EFL and special
educational needs advisers and psychologists, the lack of staff at diagnostic centres and lack of
funding for training. This finding indicates that the collaboration between psychologists, advisers
and teachers to exchange information on pedagogy needs to be established through meetings and
in-service training of teachers.

both the American School of Classical Studies at Athens and Athens College. At the former they
fought for administrative and intellectual dominance, with Capps the undisputed winner by 1926.
But in the process that led to the founding of the latter in 1925, the two men assisted Stephanos
Delta and Emmanuel Benaki in realizing their dream of a Greek private school modeled on Robert
College in Istanbul. At Athens College the philhellenism and philanthropic spirit of Capps and
Hill carried the day over their antagonistic relationship at the American School.

e Water shortage is an environmental problem that requires changes in terms of thinking and
everyday practice. Education for a sustainable development should therefore aim at arousing pu-
pils’ awareness on this issue and inducing rational use of water in future citizens. The present
study explores the effectiveness of a program designed for preschool children in promoting their
awareness of water shortage and the importance of water conservation. A class of seventeen 5-6
year-old children participated in the study. Initially the relevant pre-existing views of the partici-
pants were recorded (pre-test). Subsequently, the program was implemented. It consisted of twelve
interdisciplinary activities aiming at enhancing children’s awareness of water conservation both
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at the level of understanding and at the level of values and attitudes. Finally, the development
of children’s awareness was tested (post-test). The results of the study indicate that preschool
children are capable of tackling with the value of water for life, the issue of its shortage and the
importance of its conservation at a primary level. Water conservation is therefore a topic that can
introduce young children to the concepts of man-environment interaction and interdependence,
and to assist them in developing the ability to participate in finding solutions to environmental
problems.

Multiple influen-
ces on teachers’ learning were made visible in the portfolios: cross-cultural ideas about schoo-
ling, student-centered teaching practice, international mindedness, critical reflective practice, ongo-
ing professional development, and changes and challenges. Action plans implemented in Greek
schools and documented in e-portfolios enabled multiple stakeholders to examine project impact
on teachers’ thinking and educational practice, including the challenges and opportunities they
encountered upon their return to Greece. Recommendations for using e-portfolios in international
teacher professional development projects are offered.

Scientific reasoning, which aims to fully illuminate and master it is taking
the wrong approach and one that is hostile to the nuances of this human reality called “education”.

Design/methodology/approach: A survey employing self-administered questionnaires, with a
Likert-type scale assessing teachers’ actual and desired participation in three domains of decision
making, was used. Scales measuring perceived school climate, self-efficacy and job satisfaction were
also included. Data were collected from 143 teachers working in primary schools located in diffe-
rent areas in Greece. Findings: The multidimensional approach to measuring teacher participation
in decision making revealed quite high actual participation in decisions concerning students’ and
teachers’ issues, but low levels of participation in managerial decisions. The discrepancy between
the actual and desired levels of participation showed significant deprivation across all decision-
making domains. Greater participation in decisions concerning teacher issues and lower levels
of deprivation of participating in managerial issues were associated with teachers’ perceptions of
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better leadership and higher collegiality in schools. The strongest predictor of both teachers’ sense
of efficacy and job satisfaction was their participation in decisions concerning teacher issues. Prac-
tical implications: Educational leaders should promote forms of participation in decision making
that increase teachers’ actual involvement in decisions concerning their duties and opportunities
for development and also provide for more sharing on issues concerning the school management,
particularly for women. Originality/value: The study underlines the value of dimensionality in
investigating decision making in schools.

e In the present study we used the technique of word association tests to assess students’ cognitive
structures during the learning period. In particular, we tried to investigate what students living
near a protected area in Greece (Dadia forest) knew about the phenomenon of decomposition.
Decomposition was chosen as a stimulus word because it represents a complex issue and was
therefore suitable given the primary methodological objectives of this article. Specifically, we tried
to develop a complete theoretical scheme for grasping aspects of complexity concerning the lear-
ning of biological concepts. Perhaps most importantly, we made an effort to introduce network
analysis within the field of science education and evaluate its usefulness in assessing students’
knowledge structures. Network analysis was used to manage the data from the word association
test and proved to be quite efficient. It became clear that such analysis may help researchers to
relate cognitive structures with underlying patterns, including misconceptions. In our case study,
such misconceptions stem from students’ knowledge gaps, mainly concerning holistic aspects of
understanding decomposition.

e We evaluated the relationship between victimization and academic achievement from a non-
linear perspective using a cusp catastrophe model. Participants were 62 students with identified
learning disabilities (LD) using statewide criteria in Greece. Students participated in a 2-year
cohort-sequential design. Reading assessments involved measures of word accuracy, pseudoword
accuracy, and reading comprehension using a standardized reading battery. Victimization was as-
sessed using the Olweus (1993) questionnaire. Analysis involved estimation of the cusp model with
the dependent variable (word accuracy or reading comprehension) being predicted by pseudoword
or word decoding (the asymmetry factor) and victimization (the bifurcation or splitting factor). We
hypothesized that the relationship between word and pseudoword decoding or reading compre-
hension and word decoding would be disrupted by the presence of high levels in victimization.
That is, increased victimization following a critical point would be associated with unpredictable,
sudden, and nonlinear changes in students’ achievement in reading. Results were consistent with
this hypothesis. Specifically, achievement in word decoding and reading comprehension entered
a state of uncertainty (chaos) when victimization reached a certain threshold value. Consequently,
victimization may not only affect emotional functioning but also seriously disrupt both reading
achievement and self-regulatory processes related to reading.

phlebotomy guidelines on this matter. Methods: A questionnaire was constructed containing que-
stions elucidating different aspects of the organization behind the phlebotomy praxis on a national
basis, including questions on the staff performing phlebotomy, the education of these staff mem-
bers, and the existence of and adherence to national guidelines. All 39 EFLM member countries
were invited to participate. Results: In total 28/39 (72%) EFLM member countries responded.
Seven out of the 28 (25%) have national phlebotomy guidelines and five have implemented other
guidelines. The estimated compliance with phlebotomy guidance for the laboratories in the coun-
tries that have national guidelines available is poor, regardless to whether the phlebotomy was
under the laboratory control or not. Most countries were interested in EFLM guidelines and to
participate in a pilot EFLM preanalytical phase external quality assessment (EQA) scheme. In
the responding EFLM member countries, the majority of phlebotomy is performed by nurses and
laboratory technicians. Their basic education is generally 4-5 years of high school, followed by
2-5 years of colleague or university studies. Only a third (10/28; 36%) of the participating mem-
ber countries has any specific training available as a continuous educational resource. A specific
training for phlebotomy is not part of the education required to become qualified in 6/28 (21%)
and 9/28 (32%) of countries for nurses and laboratory technicians, respectively. In countries and
professions where training is required, most require more than 5 h of training. Conclusions: Based
on the results of this survey we conclude the following: 1) There is a need to assess the quality
of current practices, compliance to the CLSI H3-A6 guidelines and to identify some most critical
steps which occur during phlebotomy, in different healthcare settings, across Europe; 2) Existing
CLSI H3-A6 phlebotomy guidelines should be adapted and used locally in all European coun-
tries which do not have their own guidelines; 3) National EFLM societies need to be engaged
in basic training program development and continuous education of healthcare phlebotomy staff
(implementing the certification of competence).

personal computer (PC) addiction in the Republic of Cyprus. This is a follow-up to a pilot study
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conducted one year earlier. Data were collected from a representative sample of the adolescent
student population of the first and fourth grades of high school. Total sample was 2684 students,
48.5% of them male and 51.5% female. Research material included extended demographics and
an Internet security questionnaire, the Young’s Diagnostic questionnaire (YDQ), the Adolescent
Computer Addiction Test (ACAT). Results indicated that the Cypriot population had comparable
addiction statistics with other Greek-speaking populations in Greece; 15.3% of the students were
classified as Internet addicted by their YDQ scores and 16.3% as PC addicted by their ACAT scores.
Those results are among the highest in Europe. Our results were alarming and have led to the
creation of an Internet and PC addiction prevention program which will focus on high-school
professor training and the creation of appropriate prevention material for all high-schools, starting
immediately after the conclusion of the pan-Cypriot survey, focusing especially on those areas
where the frequency of addictive behaviors will be highest.

e Our research has revealed that during the last decade of the 20th century a series of important
educational measures were introduced by the Greek state in order to support students with low
academic performance. These measures aim to improve the quality of the educational process and
mainly to prevent functional illiteracy. Therefore, in our country since the 90’s in particular, a
special education support program began to develop within schools. It aims to support students
who attend mainstream schools and face problems of low school performance, thus helping them to
follow the average pace of the class. Simultaneously, special counterbalancing, supportive systems
were established for students of immigrants, repatriates and minorities in the public school. Today,
35 years after the start of the provision of the Constitution for the nine-year compulsory education
in our country, the persistent leakage of high school students is still important and, therefore,
drastic measures by the state are necessary in order to eradicate this phenomenon which poses
the risk for children who drop out of school to face serious difficulties later in their professional
lives and in their lives generally.

Regar-
ding the latter, the quality of teaching is often questioned in settings such as rural primary health
centers, where health professionals have neither incentives nor accredited training skills. Therefo-
re, the success of community based medical education depends substantially on the procedures
implemented to involve non-academic staff as clinical teachers. Issue: This report describes the
steps taken by the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki (AUTH) Medical School to establish and
maintain a Rural Primary Health Care (PHC) Teaching Network in order to implement community
oriented PHC and GP undergraduate medical education. A multi-professional teachers’ network
of healthcare staff, working in Rural Primary Health Centers, has been chosen, in order to expose
students to the holistic approach of PHC. The enrollment of teachers to the Teaching Network was
solely on a voluntary basis. The novelty of this procedure is that each professional is approached
personally, instead through the Health Center (HC) that usually offers this service as a package in
similar activities. In an attempt to attract health professionals committed to medical education, a
self-selection procedure was adopted. Collaboration with the medical school was established but
it was characterized by the School’s inability to compensate teachers. A series of ‘Training the
Trainers’ seminars were completed during the first implementation period in order to enhance
the awareness of health professionals regarding undergraduate teaching in PHC; to present the
educational needs of medical students; to expose them to the principles of medical teaching; and
to strengthen their communication skills. Lessons learned: Setting up sustainable community ori-
ented medical education activities in a more or less unfriendly environment is a difficult task that
calls for wisely selected functional steps. Pilot educational activities determine the quality of the
implemented programs by evaluating difficulties and constraints. Recruiting teachers on a volunta-
ry basis proved to be critical in enhancing the quality of this educational activity, and overcoming
distance constraints. The educational activities which were offered created a homogenous group
of PHC teachers with explicit educational aims and objectives.

Accordingly, I show how science and public education interacted within the Greek state from
its inception in the early 1830, to the first decade of the twentieth century, when the University
of Athens established an autonomous Mathematics and Physics School. Several factors are taken
into account, such as the negotiations of Western educational theories and practices within a local
context, the discourses of the science savants of the University of Athens, the role of the influential
Greek pedagogues of the era, the state as an agent which imposed restrictions or facilitated certain
developments and finally the intellectual and cultural aspirations of the nation itself. Science
education is shown to be of fundamental importance for Greek scientists. The inclusion of science
within the school system preceded and promoted the appearance of a scientific community and
the institution of science courses was instrumental for the emergence of the first trained Greek
scientists. Thus, the conventional narrative that would have science appearing in the classrooms
as an aftermath of the emergence of a scientific community is problematized.

Asthma and
healthcare use for asthma accounted for an overall estimated variability in absence days of 13.8%
and 9%, respectively. Absenteeism was associated with poor school performance for the last two
years of school (P = 0.002) and with lower grade point promotion in elementary school students
(P = 0.001) but not in high school students (P = 0.316).

Constantinos Savvas and the pediatrician Dr. Ioannis Kardamatis founded the Greek Anti-Malaria
League. The League assumed a role that the State would not, and for the next 25 years organi-
zed the country’s anti-malaria campaign. During its first steps, the Greek Anti-Malaria League
adopted the principles of Professor Angelo Celli’s Italian Anti-Malaria League. The League’s ac-
complishments include a decrease in malarial prevalence, due to mass treatment with quinine, new
legislation ensuring the provision of quinine, State monopoly and the collection of epidemiologic
data. However, defeat in the Greek-Turkish War (1922) and the massive influx of one million
Greek refugees that ensued, led to a change in malarial epidemiology. In 1928, following a visit
to Italy, the Greek League adopted the organization and knowledge of the Italian Malaria Schools
in Rome and in Nettuno, and this experience served as the basis of their proposal to the State for
the development of the anti-malaria services infrastructure. The State adopted many of Professor
Savvas’ proposals and modified his plan according to Greek needs. The League’s experience, ac-
cumulated during its 25 years of struggle against malaria, was its legacy to the campaigns that
eventually accomplished the eradication of malaria from Greece after World War II.

Results indicated that there we-
re statistically significant decreases in bullying and victimization behaviors from pretest to posttest.
Specifically, victimization rates in the experimental group were reduced from pretest to posttest by
55.4%. The respective decreases in the control group were 23.3%. Similarly, bullying rates decrea-
sed by 55.6% at posttest compared with pretest in the experimental group, and the combined type
decreased by 66.7%. Furthermore, a latent class analysis provided qualitative means on the speci-
fic categories in which decreases of negative behaviors were observed. Additional positive effects
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were observed with increases in positive attitudes toward school (school liking). We conclude that
the current prevention program effectively reduced bullying and victimization in the elementary
schools in Greece and holds promise for influencing the overall school experience.

The findings of this study reveal that the
use of TEs in teaching the theory of relativity can help students realize situations which refer
to a world beyond their everyday experience and develop syllogisms according to the theory. In
this way, students can grasp physics laws and principles which demand a high degree of abstract
thinking, such as the principle of equivalence and the consequences of the constancy of the speed
of light to concepts of time and space.

e [t is clear that during the last decades developed societies are in a dead-end, blocked by material
prosperity and an endless consumerism on the one hand and the huge and perhaps irreversible
ecological disasters on the other. Human vanity, together with the huge economic interests that
determine development, continues unabated its destructive work, disorienting public opinion, while
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misinforming societies about the actual risks they take with their behaviors. World conferences on
the environment essentially fail to meet their targets, mainly because of the reluctance of powerful
“actors” to set limits to the rate of growth, adopt rational management of natural resources and
decrease polluting sources.Faced with this ecological-economic dead-end, the modern active man
has made attempts to find links between rational development and ecology. These attempts resulted
in the theoretical definition of the principles of “sustainability”, “sustainable development” or
“long-term viable development”, and in the formation of sustainable development models based
on philosophical ethics of intergenerational justice. The basic promise of such models are to allow
development without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.For
these models to be successful, two prerequisites are necessary: the first concerns the political will
of governments to choose their developmental orientation in harmonization with the principles of
sustainability; the second refers to the people’s adoption of such principles in their lifestyle. The
degree of citizens’ readiness and commitment to such a harmonization between development and
ecology is related to education, and more specifically to an educational strategy that is specified
into effective learning processes, programs and activities. Given the present needs, such processes
should be able to support all the people, irrespective of age and socio-economic background. In
other words, as with other issues, the harmonization of development and ecology relies heavily
not only in formal education but on educational processes and activities that come under the
umbrella of lifelong education. By educating people of any age and societal group through lifelong
educational processes, by providing information in connection with appropriate stimuli, by finding
attractive ways to increase awareness about the impacts of irrationally high rates of development on
the environment, there is an increase in the probability of changing attitudes and behaviors about
the environment. If this happens, then it becomes more feasible to shift towards softer development
models and make sustainable development a well accepted target. Given the above, this work aims
to study how lifelong learning affects the adoption of the principles of sustainable development,
to what extent this is done with the existing lifelong learning institutions that are specialized in
environmental education and what is the effectiveness of some of the instruments and approaches
that are applied for this purpose. For meeting these targets, the present work is divided into two
main parts, a theoretical and an empirical. The theoretical part examines the present state of art
with respect to the basic principles of lifelong learning in general and more specifically of lifelong
learning about/for the environment and sustainable development. This part examines as major
axes: the “supply side” related to the institutions that undertake the responsibility of educating
in a non formal way about the environment and sustainable development; the “demand side”
concerning the need for such education and the usual methods and instruments that are available
for such educational processes (meptxomy TepiAndng).
